2. Proxy for voting—email Bené if you’re going to miss a meeting to say who you’ll be giving 
your vote to 

3. We encourage everyone to speak up if you have a different opinion 
4. Can call for caucus time with your group 
5. Snaps for agreement can be useful

▪ Nov 5 meeting:

2. Definitely do no fund over 60% survey agreement 
3. Consider funding if time allows 

▪ Nov 14 meeting: Consider funding proposals with over 50% agreement 
▪ Dec 3 meeting: Remaining proposals
